Vaccines

Requires county
public health
departments to
make COVID-19
vaccines available
to school site
personnel who are
working at a school
site where pupils are
aftending in person.

Beginning on March
1st, prioritize staff
working in person in
public schools or
child care must be
prioritized for
vaccines statewide
(including access to
appointments). Set
aside (codified) ten
percent of first doses
statewide to
education workers —
approximately 75,000
vaccines per week.
Consistent with
Governor's February
announcement.

Other

Provides $30 million in
one-fime funding to
increase staffing and
capacity for safety
enforcement and
technical assistance,
subject to
expenditure plan
and Joint Legislative
Budget Committee
approval.
